TIPS FOR ECONOMICAL USE

* Dry the recommended amount of laundry in each
batch (see step 3 - Program Table).

* |t is not recommended to dry laundry made
of particularly delicate fabrics that may be
deformed.

* Drying time will be shorter and power
consumption will be lower if the garments are
thoroughly wrung or spun before drying.

» Regular cleaning of the filters will lead to
optimum drying time and minimum power
consumption.

* Use of conditioner in the washing cycle is not
necessary when the clothes are dried in a dryer.

given the selected program.
