Starting up and temperature regulation

* Insert the plug of the connection lead info the
plug socket with a protective grounding contact.
When the refrigerator compartment door is
opened, the infernal lighting is switched on.

* The temperature selector knob is located on
the RH side of the refrigerator compartment.

Setting “0” means:
off

Clockwise rofate the knob fo furn on the appliance.

Clicks Whenever the compressor switches on or
off, a click can be heard.

Bubbling When refrigerant flows info thin tubes,
you can hear bubbling or splashing noises.

Splashing Even affer the compressor has been
switched off, this noise can be heard for a short
time.

Energy saving tips
« Do not install the appliance near cookers,
radiators or other sources of warmth.

» Do not open the door too often or leave the
door open any longer than necessary.

» Do noft set temperature colder than necessary.

» Make sure the side plates and back plate of
the appliance are with some distance from the
walll, follow the instructions relevant to installation.

« If sketch map shows the right combination of
the drawers, crisper and shelves, do not adjust
the combination, it would result in more energy-
consuming.

Hints for fresh food refrigeration
To obtain the best performances:

» Do noft store warm foods or evaporating liquids
in the appliance.

» Do cover or wrap the food, particularly if it has
a strong flavor or odor.

« Position food so that air can circulate freely
around.

Hints for refrigeration

* Meat (all types): wrap in polythene bags and
place on the glass shelf above the vegetable
drawer. For safety, store in this way only one or two
days af the most.

» Cooked foods, cold dishes, etc...: these should
be covered and may be placed on any shelf.

« Fruit and vegetables: these should be
thoroughly cleaned and placed in the special
draw(s) provided.

It will weaken the refrigeration
when the frost is thick. While it is more than 10mm
thick, you should defrost.

* It is manually controlled by switching the
temperature regulator on or off so that there is no
need of operation of defrosting. Water from
defrosting will be drained into an drip tray below
the evaporator.
