Dry the recommended amount of laundry in each
batch (see step 3 - Program Table).

It is not recommended to dry laundry made
of particularly delicate fabrics that may be
deformed.

Drying time will be shorter and power
consumption will be lower if the garments are
thoroughly wrung or spun before drying.
Regular cleaning of the filters will lead to
optimum drying time and minimum power
consumption.

* Select the appropriate drying program to avoid

over-drying your laundry and problems with
ironing or shrinkage of fabric.

*« Remove laundry right after the end of the drying

cycle to prevent it from creasing again.

* Use steam generator to straighten the creases

and refresh the laundry.
